Children’s Water Festival

Another successful Children's Water Festival season comes to
a close.

Once again, a team of dedicated, skilled Rocky Mountain
Flycaster volunteers put their considerable expertise to work
to provide area elementary school students with a strong
introduction to cold water conservation and the Trout
Unlimited mission through our presentation of "Who Eats
Who at the Stream". If the smiles and giggles were any
indication, the education was quite painless and a lot of fun.
The feedback from the teachers was very positive as well as
complimentary and a few teachers even brought their classes to our presentation for the second year
in a row. The importance and value of cold, clean water was frequently stressed throughout each
class. The students already had a good grasp of what life cycles are and enjoyed seeing how stream

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life cycles in our simplified stream ecosystem actually work together in an interactive game setting.
After all, what elementary students doesn't relish "eating" one of their classmates. The aquatic
insects were eaten by the trout, the trout were consumed by the predators, and the predators
remained quite content in their simulated "forest". Active imaginations were a must. All of our
participants left happy, although some bribery was employed. Each student, upon return of class
materials, was given a goodie bag, compliments of Colorado Parks and Wildlife and Rocky Mountain
Flycasters containing fishing information, wildlife cards, Colorado Outdoors magazine, and a
bookmark that summarized the day's message.

The volunteer's smiles equaled those of the students at the end of the day, knowing they had a
positive impact on children's developing conservation values and just having fun with kids. Hopefully
more people will volunteer next year because the Water Festival experience is just too good not to
share.

Stream health assessments with US Forest Service.

Many of the high-altitude streams in the National Forest are just now becoming open for visual
assessments of their condition after the September 2013 floods. The Forest Service is looking for

volunteers to assist in field work to make such assessments. Previous experience in such assessments

is desirable but not essential. More important is that volunteers be physically able and have the
endurance to travel through difficult terrain along these streams. If you are interested and want more
information, contact Dave Piske.

Big Thompson River post-flood restoration projects.

Most of the restoration projects that were judged to be exigent before runoff have been completed.
For those remaining, check the on-line project list posted on the Wildlands Restoration Volunteers
web site: www.wlrv.org/projects. Use the Project Filters to find projects of interest to you. If you
don't find projects of interest to you, check again every few weeks. Particularly because flood-
restoration projects may be added from time to time.
