From the President

I met Josh (not his real name) late last sum-
mer. He sat with four of his amigos around a 
table in front of me. Before each of them was a 
fly tying vise, tools and a selection of tying ma-
terials. Throughout the morning I coached Josh 
and his pals on tying skills and helped them work 
their way through several basic fly patterns as 
did several other volunteers at other tables as 
part of RMF’s Youth Day Camp. 

My crew’s energy and enthusiasm was infec-
tious even if their flies were a little rough. They 
regaled me with tales of their exploits during the 
first half of the week, mastering the cast, still wa-
ter fishing and who had caught the most.  Their 
laughter and constant ribbing took me back to 
the days of my youth.

I remember Josh as being a little quieter 
and more serious than his mates. His eagerness, 
awkwardness and determination impressed me. That’s why I was delighted to 
find I had been assigned as his mentor the following morning for a day of fishing 
and electro-shocking on the Poudre.

With a little help from our guide, Kyle from St. Pete’s Fly Shop, we spent that 
morning working getting his nymph rig to dead drift in a variety of currents. We 
had some misses because like many beginners Josh had trouble timing his hook 
set. Even though we landed no fish I did learn a little more about Josh’s life. He 
told me about his family struggles and a serious health crisis he had overcome.

After a roadside lunch the campers and mentors drove up river to meet 
with some fish biologist to do a fish survey by means of electro-shock. It was so 
much fun to watch those youngsters splash through the stream in their waders 
scooping up stunned brownies to weigh and measure. They had a ball though I’m 
sure the trout might have a different opinion of the experience.

Later in the afternoon we met up with the guides again to try a very pro-
ductive section of the Poudre. Josh and I broke off from the bunch and noticed 
a rise in a back eddy. We cautiously approached and observed a rainbow steadily 
feeding on the surface. I encouraged my young friend to tie on one of the size 
18 Parachute Adams he had attempted to tie the day before. It wasn’t a beautiful 
fly by any means but I hoped for his sake it would get the job done. About that 
time Conner, a fine young guide from St. Pete’s came up to join us. He gave Josh 
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some tips on getting that dry to dead drift perfectly over the rising trout.
Perfect may be too strong a word but thankfully that rainbow didn’t care. He hooked himself on Josh’s hand-

tied fly and hopefully hooked Josh for life. It was one of those perfect moments. The shadows were long in the 
canyon and the smiles were wide on our faces.

RMF Day Camp Coordinator Dennis Cook tells us,  in the article immediately below this note, that there are 
still several spots open for volunteer mentors at this year’s camp August 1-6. I’ve already signed up because Josh 
hooked me. I hope you will join me. There is nothing like paying it forward to the next generation of fly fishers.

July Conservation Notes

Additional Funding Sources Sought for Big Thompson Flood Recovery
As well known by many readers, and especially by the thirty-some RMF 

volunteers who have worked on flood recovery projects on the Big Thomp-
son, most of the river recovery work has yet to be accomplished.  

The costs of what has been accomplished, and what is in the design phase, 
have been funded primarily by Colorado and Federal government agencies. 
While one more round of federal grants is expected later this year, it seems 
likely there will be insufficient government-sourced funds to pay for all that 
needs to be accomplished. 

Therefore, our chapter and the Big Thompson Watershed Coalition are 
collaborating in search of as-yet untapped sources of funding.  Rocky Moun-
tain Flycasters Conservation Chair is involved in this search as the occupant 
of the Environmental seat on the BTWC Board. 

Untapped funding sources are yet to be discovered, and it seems likely 
that some of our readers may have ideas as to new funding sources. Two po-
tentials come to mind. 

One potential is family foundations whose purposes support environmen-
tal conservation  activities.  Other potential sources may be businesses employing our readers and having com-
pany policies that allow grants to be made to charitable organizations such as Trout Unlimited chapters.

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Volunteers Needed for Plant Materials Harvesting!
A recently completed grant to Rocky Mountain Flycasters, known as the Multi-basin Grant,  served to estab-

lish new means of providing the types and volumes of native plant materials that are needed for riparian resto-
ration of the Front Range trout streams damaged by the 2013 floods. 

One of the indirect outcomes of the grant was establishment of new organizations to facilitate increased 
propagation of native plants. The Southern Rockies Seed Network, is a new consortium of seed growers led by 
non-profit Synergy Ecological Restoration, Inc.

Together with it partners, Synergy will be producing 1,000’s more native shrubs for future restoration pro-
jects. But not without help from volunteers to harvest seeds that are now ripening.

Synergy’s next seed collection projects are on Saturday, July 9 from 8am-2pm and Saturday, July 23 from 8am-
2pm on the Big Thompson or St. Vrain River. Seeds will be collected from golden currant bushes. This is a very 
important shrub for wildlife sustenance and for riparian erosion control. If the berries are not ripe in time, there 
will be the option of collecting cuttings of snowberry, red osier dogwood, and other high priority native shrubs 
for future riparian restoration projects.

Although this activity is not sponsored by Rocky Mountain Flycasters, we are pleased that it is an outcome 
of our Multi-basin grant, and encourage your participation in seed gathering.

TU’s Adopt-a-Trail Outing at Gateway
The next opportunity for our RMFC Adopt-a-Trail program support 

will be Saturday, July 23rd, at Gateway Natural Area, located a couple miles 
up river from the mouth of the Poudre River Canyon.  This is a trail main-
tenance outing that will involve trimming bushes, grading the existing trail, 
and installing rock steps.  No prior skills or experience are needed.  Bring 
work gloves, long sleeve clothing, sturdy shoes, hat and sunscreen.  Tools, 
water, and instruction will be provided by the Fort Collins Natural Areas 
staff.  TU will provide lunch.

Meet at Gateway Natural Area at 8:30 a.m.  Work is scheduled from 8:30 to noon, followed by lunch.  En-
trance fee is waived for TU trail workers (let the ranger know you  are with the work crew).  Bring your rod and 
fish in the afternoon.
