To polish off our remaining needs for trans-
portation, equipment and classroom space, we
turned to members of our community and our
chapter. To secure transportation for campers
during our field-based camp activities, we so-
lidified a partnership with the Larimer County
Boys & Girls Clubs for which our chapter pro-
vides regular scholarships and teaches classes
and workshops throughout the year.

all fell together, and we clearly learned as we
proceeded...while being gratified at the en-
thusiastic reception we received in virtually
every corner. Many excellent guest presenters
brought professional credibility to complex
topics. Colorado Division of Wildlife’s area
fisheries and invasive species department staft
were outstanding in their receptivity and in-
valuable cooperation providing a classroom
speaker and leading on-river electro shocking,
riparian habitat sessions, and a conservation
project. The U.S. Department of Agriculture
Conservation Service also presented a fine
watersheds & sustainability presentation that
was supplemented with a riparian trailer and
hands-on demonstration by the West Gree-
ley Conservation District. Timberline Aquat-
ics ran on-river entomology and insect/fly
matching sessions and Colorado-based TU
staff presented on backcountry wilderness is-
sues, Colorado Water Law, and discussed and
ran a hands-on advocacy “how to” class.

In addition to our guest speakers, twenty-
four members of our Rocky Mountain Flycast-
ers TU chapter and several friends presented
hands-on fly fishing instruction on rivers and
ponds, together logging over 1058 volunteer
hours. In total, lessons and instruction were
evenly split equally between conservation
and fly fishing. Our camper to staff ratio on
the river was evenly matched, which gave our
campers the one-on-one instruction and great
success catching and landing fish.
